   Academy Applications: Parents can begin applications for all Kindergarten and any new 

  grade 1-12 students in FACTS at academy.smac.edu/parents starting March 1, 2023. The 

  $20 fee for new student applications will be waived through March 17. It helps processing 

  and planning if all new student applications are submitted by the deadline. We will process 

  new student applications and notify parents when their applications have been accepted. 
 

Student Enrollments: New enrollments for accepted new students and re-enrollments for returning students 

in FACTS begin on March 20. Parents must complete the enrollment of new students and re-enrollment 

of returning students by April 30 to have student enrollment fees waived. Enrollment is a step required 

after parents are notified an application has been accepted.  
 

Tuition Payment Plans: Returning families will have the same payment plans rolled over in the FACTS 

system. New families must sign up for a payment plan during FACTS enrollment. 
 

Financial aid: Applications for aid must be also be submitted by April 30.
