A blessing for expectant mothers will be 
given today, the first Sunday of the month, 
after each Mass at the communion rail.

The Mothers of Lu prayer will be said today, 
(the 1st Sunday of the month) after each Mass at 
the main altar rail.  “O God, grant that one of my 
sons becomes a priest!  I promise to live as a good 
Christian woman and will lead my children to all that 
is good, wherewith I hope to receive the grace to be 
able to give to You, O God, a holy priest.”

Total Consecration to Our Lady: Those wishing to 
make or renew their consecration to Our Lady following 
the method of St. Louis de Montfort on Friday, 12/8 will 
have the opportunity to do so after Vespers. Those making 
the consecration for the first time may bring with them a 
hand-written copy of the consecration. 

LITURGICAL NOTES FOR THE  
SEASON OF ADVENT 

 

• All Sundays of Advent are of the 1st class and 
are superseded by the feast of the Immaculate 
Conception only. 
 

• Ferial masses are of the third class and have 
neither Gloria nor Alleluia. 
 

• On Sundays and ferias the organ is permitted 
only to accompany the chant except the third 
Sunday, Gaudete Sunday. 
 

• Altar flowers are permitted on the third Sunday 
and feast days only. 

THE SEASON OF ADVENT 
 

This First Sunday of Advent 

or the Fourth Sunday before 

Christmas, is the first day of  

the Liturgical Year.  

The season of Advent, during which the Church 
recalls the three comings of Our Lord (the Incarnation, 
His presence in the souls of the just, and the end of 
the world), is redolent with the thought and presence 
of the Most Blessed Virgin. Indeed, is it possible to 
prepare for the feast of the Nativity without being 
in the presence of the woman from whom the 
Word of God was to be born?
